RULES AND PROCEDURES

1. Court Care only provides childcare support for parents/guardians who have official court related business.

2. The parent/guardian MUST fill out the entire intake form AND leave a photo ID with the center until the parent/guardian returns. The child will ONLY be released to the person who brought the child to Court Care unless the parent/guardian designates another person IN WRITING or there are official instructions for the court directing staff to release the child to another individual.
3. If a child becomes ill or has an accident while in Court Care, staff will immediately locate the parent/guardian according to the court location listed on the intake form.

4. If the parent/guardian needs to leave the building for any reason, he/she MUST pick-up their child prior to their departure from the building. 


5. All children MUST be picked up within 15 minutes of closing, unless the program is notifies by the court that the parent/guardian is still required for court business. 

6. All childcare staff is mandated to report any suspected cases of abuse to the Florida Abuse Hotline.

7. Should there be an emergency evacuation of Court Care the following will apply as per court building procedures:
The Chief Judge will consult with the Building Manager and police and fire officials if the building will be evacuated. If it is determined that all should evacuate, the evacuation meeting place will be the SW CORNER OF THE PARKING LOT IN THE FRONT OF THE BUILDING.



HEALTH AND NUTRICION POLICY

· Children must be FREE of any communicable disease in order to participate in the program. Staff will not administer any medications to the child.

· Children will not be admitted with any contagious disease. This includes, but is not limited to strep throat, pinworms, viral infections, ringworms, impetigo, measles, chicken pox, scarlet fever, lead lice, and pink eye.

· For the protection of all the children enrolled in Court Care, a child will not be admitted if he/she has any of the following symptoms:
-A temperature of 101 degrees or more
-Diarrhea or vomiting
-Any unidentified rash
-Nasal discharge (yellow/green) when accompanied by other symptoms such as coughing, difficulty breathing, extreme tiredness, irritability and persistent crying.
-Eye or ear discharge
-Red eyes due to conjunctivitis (pink eye).

· If a child becomes ill while at Court Care, the parent/guardian will be notified immediately using the information on the intake form. If the parent is not permitted to leave the court proceeding, the emergency contact person indicated by the parent/guardian will be contacted. In the meantime, the child will be removed from the rest of the children and made as comfortable as possible.

· Court Care DOES NOT PROVIDE breakfast, lunch, infant formula, bottles, diapers, baby wipes, pull-ups and/or extra clothes. Parents are responsible to provide food/snacks and supplies when dropping off their children. ***PARENTS MUST CHANGE THEIR CHILD’S DIAPER OR PULL-UP BEFORE LEAVING. ***
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
